Exposure on the world stage is not over for Fred’s, as the restaurant has been nominated for participation in World’s Friendliest People (WFP) competition. Judging for WFP will be held this spring in Warrensburg, Missouri, where restaurants from around the world will compete for friendliest staff. Winning the WFP competition would mean that Fred’s has achieved the coveted Burger Joint Double Crown (BJDC), -- both Best Burger and Friendliest People. ICB president Bunn called this “the pinnacle of burgerdom”.

At Fred’s, ordering is half the fun:
1. Figure out what you want

2. Write it on the Fred’s Official Order Form (FOOF). Don’t forget your table number.

3. Give your FOOF to the guy/gal in the kitchen

4. Don’t wait long

5. Eat your burger and curly fries

6. Burp
