




















Two grant awards mean
expanded services at the
Burlmgton Public Library

Burlington area
residents will be able to
take advantage of new
technology and new
programs thanks to the
award of two Library
Services and Technology
Grants.

A $5,000 award will be
used to support the
library’s young adult
book club through the
purchase of five Kindle electronic books.
Additionally, the funds will be used to purchase
five additional Kindles for the book club at
Riverview Manor and the adult book club at the
library. Kindles are small electronic devices that
display books in regular or large print, and even
read text out loud.

A second LSTA grant, Early Literacy and
Computers, will provide two computers to the
library’s Children’s Department that feature
programs for children from age two to ten. These
touch screen computers, which provided English
and Spanish language versions, cover seven
curriculum areas in child-friendly and exciting
programs. The computers and furniture to
accommodate them are valued at almost $8000.
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The combined Department of Public Works facility moves forward

The Common Council got a preview of the new combined Public Works facility at a Common
Council Workshop on Tuesday, February 2. The new facility 38,000 square-foot facility will house the
streets, parks and water departments on the campus of the wastewater treatment facility. The new
building will feature new maintenance bays, a large garage and cold storage area and a combined
training facility. It is expected that the building will break ground this spring and will be
substantially complete by the end of the year.

New Police Chief hired

The search for the Police Chief is complete and former Brown Deer Lieutenant Peter Nimmer will be
sworn in at Burlington’s top cop on March 2. Nimmer previously served in Brown Deer for 11 years
as a patrol officer, sergeant, and lieutenant. He is also a graduate of the University of
Wisconsin-Milwaukee with a masters and bachelors degree in Criminal Justice and the FBI National
Academy.

Nimmer also served in the Marines as a platoon sergeant prior to joining the Brown Deer police
force.
